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Introduction

• All were forbidden from adding to what God had written through Moses (Deut 4:2; 12:32)


• To add or take away was to make obedience impossible.

• The one who added to took away from what was commanded was bound to err. How 

could he not? He was altering an already perfect word!

• But Joshua receives further revelation and records what he receives (Josh. 1:1)


Purpose. Joshua records God’s faithfulness to Israel in miraculously giving them the land of Canaan 
after Moses’ death.
